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At the Hendon event, Timebus brought out its TD 89 to run on the old 240A, the last LT
route to see TDs. At Mill Hill East Station it is passing the original LNER station building.

National news, TfL and Politics

Strikes have spread with pay being the main issue. In addition to the rail unions and Abellio bus
drivers in London, NHS nurses and Paramedics took action on various dates during December and early
January. With the Government standing firm there seems little likelihood of any settlements in the near
future so disruption will continue.

Good news for passengers beyond the TfL area is that the predicted £2 single fare cap on buses
outside London was confirmed by the Government on 19 December. It will apply from 1 January to 31
March. With single fares generally much higher outside the Capital this is a welcome move, albeit for
only three months. Bus operators had to register to take part in the scheme and 130 companies did so.
This is all part of the Government’s ‘Help for Households® campaign to ease the impact of the cost-of-
living crisis. The £2 single fare covers some long bus routes, eg Leeds to Scarborough (reduced from
£15) and Plymouth to Exeter (reduced from £11.20) and Brighton to Tunbridge Wells (reduced from
£6.20) but not express coaches and generally not school services. The Department for Transport website
lists all the inclusions and exceptions.

The outlook for fares in London is not so rosy with suggestions that fares could increase by above
inflation in April. If bus fares increase at the same rate as National Rail (5.9%) the single Hopper fare
would rise from £1.65 to £1.75 but it could be higher if the Mayor decides it necessary. National Rail
fares are due to increase on 5 March. London Mayor Sadiq Khan is proposing to add £20 to Council
tax bills in 2023/24 to cover TfL costs. Michael Gove, Secretary of State for Levelling Up described
the move as “disappointing” but said the Government would not oppose it.

London’s buses have been accepting contactless payments for ten years. More than 2.5 billion

bus journeys have since been made using a contactless bank card, a mobile or a smart watch since
December 2012.

Corporate and company news

Go North West and Rotala have won the first franchises awarded by Transport for Greater
Manchester (TfGM). Go North West will run the two largest franchises covering Bolton and Wigan
where the main commercial operators are currently Diamond Bus North West and Stagecoach. These
will involve the transfer of 300 buses, 750 staff and 55 routes. Rotala owned Diamond North West will
take on seven of the nine smaller franchises but it will give up ownership of Bolton depot which
transfers to the Greater Manchester Combined Authority. Go Ahead claims it saw off competition from
eight other operators for the two large franchises.
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Diamond will transfer most of its existing Bolton fleet to other operators through an agreed
mechanism with TfGM, while buying 67 new buses for its new contract. TfGM is supplying new 50
Enviro 400EV double deckers for the new Bolton and Wigan services which are due to start in
September 2023 and will be marketed as the Bee Network with a yellow livery similar to Metrolink
trams. TfGM has also announced a second order for 50 Enviro 400EVs for future tranches due to be
awarded in Bury, Oldham and Rochdale.
Go Ahead is expanding its international operations further with bus services in Australia. It has won
a contract from Transport New South Wales for bus operations in Sydney which will involve 225 buses
in the south west of the city starting in July 2023. Closer to home, Go South West has acquired Devon
independent Dartline which runs 84 vehicles, mostly on supported services around the county. Exeter
based Dartline will keep its identity. The company began in 1987 with six minibuses and two coaches.

Other General News

New York based Top View Sightseeing has applied for a London Service Permit to
operate an open top service in London. The circular route would start in Lambeth Palace Road
and take in Parliament Square, Marble Arch, St Paul’s and the Tower of London. If the
application is approved, services could begin in February using up to 15 buses.

Pembrokeshire County Council has completed its purchase of Edwards Bros coaches
of Tiers Cross. This will enable the local authority to maintain its statutory duty to provide
school transport. The company began in 1946 as a garage and started to operate minibuses
and a coach in the 1960s.

Adrian Shooter CBE has died, aged 74. He founded Vivarail in 2013 buying
redundant D stock Underground cars to refurbish them. Some were converted to diesel power,
(not totally successfully) for use on the Marston Vale line between Bedford and Bletchley, but
five electric units were supplied to South Western Railway for the Isle of Wight line.
Unfortunately, Vivarail was not successful and it went into administration last year. Adrian
Shooter had been much more successful in his previous career as Managing Director of
Chiltern Railways which became the first franchise of the former BR network in 1996. He
completely revived the fortunes of the Chiltern line, redoubling single track sections and
opening a new cord at Bicester to facilitate direct services between Marylebone to Oxford. A
statue was unveiled in his honour last year at Marylebone Station which he was able to attend
with his family.

Grand Union Trains is a new open access operator which has won the right to run
trains between Carmarthan and London Paddington from 2025. The Office of Road and Rail
has given permission for five services a day with trains calling at Llanelli, Cardiff Central,
Newport and Bristol Parkway. A new parkway station will be opened at Parc Felindre to serve
Swansea later.

Former TfL Director of Surface Transport Leon Daniels has been named CILT
President for 2023.

Congratulations to LOTS member Sir Peter Hendy who becomes a cross bench life
peer. His full title is Lord Peter Hendy of Richmond Hill and Imber in the County of
Wiltshire but he will normally use the shorter title of Peter, Lord Hendy of Richmond Hill.
Lord Hendy is currently Chairman of Network Rail, but he began his career as a Graduate
Trainee at London Transport in 1975. After a several years rising through the ranks in the bus
industry at CentreWest and First, he became Managing Director, Surface Transport for TfL in
2001 and was Commissioner of Transport for London from 2006 to 2015.

Route 1 includes the extension to Hampstead Heath, replacing route 168 and route 316 incorporates
a short extension from Cricklewood Garage to the new Brent Cross West Station.

Regarding the rest of the 2022/23 tendering programme below, routes 78 and 349 have been removed
from the 2022-23 tendering programme and re-allocated to the 2023-24 programme as tranche 840A
(349) and 854A (78). Tranche 847C will be cancelled as route 16 will be renumbered from 332, so will
be a variation to that contract and N16 will be replaced by N32 so will now be re-allocated as part of
Tranche 847A. The contracts for routes 23/N23 have been cancelled and re-allocated to Tranche 837A,
and that for C3 re-allocated to Tranche 846A. Route 108/= is allocated to a separate Tranche 844B.

The contracts for Tranche 808 have been extended until 21st July 2023 and will be re-allocated to the
2023/24 Tendering programme as 838A, although the tenders for routes 653 and 683 will be allocated as
separate contracts. Route 263 is removed from the tendering programme, and is re-assigned to the
erstwhile 271 contract to be re-tendered in 2025 (see service changes later for

4th February), leaving just Tranche #813 for route 11/N11, with 2-year extensions now under
forthcoming service changes or listed later in February.

These changes are because of the result of the Central London consultation, negotiations to vary existing
contracts with operators and presumably to separate route 108 as part of the Silverton proposals. (See
TLB700). Therefore, the tender programmes are revised as follows:
